In the HUNTING.ACCDB database, the table ‘DEER’ was created by an Associated
Press reporter in Wisconsin from paper reports about hunting accidents. The reports, on
file with the state, included details about the time, date, location, conditions and
circumstances associated with the accident. The reporter, Bob Imrie, had not used a
computer database before. He used this one to look for trends in his state.

Here is the record layout, along with the “codes” in the TYPE field indicating whether
the person injured themselves (si, for self-inflicted) or was injured by someone else (sp,
for second person).
